Restoration of L&YR Pug Saddletank 19

Since early 2020 Pug 19 was initially on display and subsequently evaluation for repairs at the East Lancashire
Railway at Bury. Detailed examination indicated the the overall condition, especially of the boiler, was far
better than believed, so the trustees have agreed to a contract restoration to steam at Bury starting in late
2020. So far the costs have been met from our reserves and donations. With the work partially complete, mor
accurate estmates of the cost of work can be made. When completed the Pug should be capable of a full 10-
year lifecycle of the boiler, albeit subject to routine repairs and most likely one replacement set of boiler tubes.
